Tim, thanks for sending me this info.  In 2006 we saw a dramatic decline
in knapweed, especially in northwestern Douglas County.  Sharptail
Ridge, Nelson Ranch, and DuPont all previously had significant (though
not horrific) knapweed, but in 2006 it was largely gone.  

Early in the season we switched our control efforts to Canada thistle
because there just wasn't that much knapweed.  We are thrilled with the
success of Larinus minutus and it's pals.  Last year we released Larinus
in the Cherry Creek valley, but in some places found it was already
there.
